Treasurer’s report: reviewed and a motion was made and accepted.
Old Business: 


*Family Skate Night was held at Excel Skate on Rt. 57 on January 14th for the two elementary schools.  Approximately 166 children attended.

*Cookbook-61 were sold so far.  There are 139 left.  We need to sell another 39 to make a profit and all sold after that will be profit.  The cookbooks are still available and will be sold at concerts in the spring and for Mother’s Day.
New Business:


*Thursday January 19th is Founders Day for our PTA.  W will be inducting our lifetime member.

*Jen Zacchia, treasurer, discussed checks returned for NSF.  It was proposed that going forward all checks will require a phone number, the PTA may not accept checks under $10 and if NSF checks are not paid within 10 days, a penalty may be imposed.  

*Science Fair-The first year of science fair had about 80 children participating, the second year had about 60 children, what can we do to increase participation?  The idea was proposed that the Middle School (the area where we have the least participation) could offer extra credit in science class.  This could also happen in the elementary grades.  The teachers will be contacted to see if this is possible.  A Laser Light Show will be held to kick off this event.  The date has not be finalized yet.  It will run as a family fun night in the Middle School Auditorium.  The cost is $700.  This cost was approved by the membership.

*The Middle School would like to host a Family Game Night.  It would be split in to 2 nights-one for 5th and 6th grade and one for 7th and 8th grade.  Games would include Dance Dance Revolutino, Guitar Heros and Sumo Wrestling.  


*Books the Other Channel will run April 20-24 to coincide with National TV Turnoff Week in Hatchery Hill and Willow Grove School.  An assembly was proposed to kick off this program for $375 for both schools.  The assemblies would have to run on the same day, in the morning at one school and the afternoon at the other, no more than 3 hours apart.  This was proposed for Monday April 20th.
